A few guidelines for marking the practical paper:

1. 20 Marks are available across the three questions for neatness of code, planning structuring etc. The teacher is free to assign these 20 marks as he or she wishes. These marks are NOT included in the marks allocated per question. 

2. As long as the candidate follows the instructions and keeps with in the guidelines set in the paper, the candidate can solve the problem any way he or she sees fit.

3. For Question 3, there is no specific way to solve the problem as long as the candidates keep to the instructions provided. He or she can use as many own functions and procedures as he/she likes.

4. For the database question, any number of DBgrids is acceptable.

5. In general, pay attention to naming conventions, penalise the candidates if they use the default Delphi names for components.
